Political Revival of the “Savior” of Nation and a Bit about Morality 
That would be naïve to assume that Levon Ter-Petrosyan’s political revival is an attempt to realize the desire of a few of his ally-companions to get the rule back to the “own private circle”.
 The roots are deeper: and the current public-political elite overlooked them in its time because of “political shortsightedness” (or by mutual agreement).
In general, the problem is not in the personality of L.Ter-Petrosyan, but in the aspiration of the Armenian National Movement (ANM) to re-affirm its outlooks as a State worldview. 
Which are the preconditions supporting the realization of those hopes of the ANM?
First, the political powers that came to replace the ANM regimen, did not manifest political will to give a public-political evaluation of the departing regimen and satisfied merely by semi-official criticism of some of the former “leaders”, and in special cases – suing against secondary figures. What is more, by this day, the ANM “agitprop” together with its affiliated false public-political structures vividly manipulate the wide layers of the society propagating myths about the leading and exceptional role of the APNM and its leaders in gaining independence, victories in national-liberating wars, organization of spiritual and humanitarian aid for the population of the Disaster Zone, scientific-practical (and which is more important – civilized) contribution in the market economy and increasing the moral-psychological level of the society.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    
It is surprising that to this day neither the government on behalf of its relevant ministries and agencies, nor the National Assembly on behalf of its political fractions, and nor any political or public structure has deigned to stand above their mercenary interests and give an objective assessment to the above-mentioned statements based on documentary information.
Only the RA president recently made a partial assessment of the economy of the Republic comparing the current budget with the previous one. 
“Public memory” of the society is too short because of persistent emigration and generation change. And the “public mind” of a certain part of the population in the result of the everyday life’s hard conditions, on the background of the, to say the least, obscene behavior and life-style, provided a skillful manipulation, is subject to revolutionary slogans without analyzing the consequences. 
At present, a certain segment of the society, you never know why, have consigned to oblivion what human, spiritual, mental and material values were sacrificed by the ANM leaders for the sake of their ambitious and mercenary purposes.
In the process of coming to power, the ANM leaders did not loathe in choosing the means and among certain segments of the society formed a worldview based on permissiveness, unawareness, ignorance, fear and immorality. This worldview did not cease existing after the regimen change, too.
ANM “metastases” continue functioning in various spheres of our life as new public-political movements. 
Many currently functioning political parties and movements are the genetic successor of the ANM by their essence and methodology, only with one difference that they have covered up their essence with modern abbreviations. The evolved situation will go on as long as the political elite do not rebuke the ANM worldview. The kinship of the worldviews served as a ground for some political powers to get into a dialogue with the ANM, but still that is surprising that the “Armenian Revolutionary Federation Dashnakcutyun” (ARFD) party has appeared among them. 
It is incomprehensible to understand how the ARFD, which was considering itself “an old friend of the nation” and a transmitter of its will, sees a political opposition in the ANM leader. Gentlemen, what ideology are you going to oppose?
Honorable men, you may “forgive” the former president from your own name for the humiliation and prosecutions he exerted against you during his authority, but you do not have the moral right to forgive him on behalf of the hundred thousands of our fellow-countrymen deprived and put to emigration, let alone speak for people, that died not long ago because of cold and starvation. You cannot speak also for people sleeping in the bed of honor, as well as for the innocent victims. 
Another fact distinguishing the moral-psychological norms of our society. 
In November of the current year, in the Prosecutor’s Office of the RA they suddenly remembered about the disappearance of the multi-volume criminal case against the “Karabagh” committee members (from November 1996). This creates an impression that during eleven years there was not a single official in the Prosecutor’s Office to pay attention to the fact of disappearance of the 50-volume criminal case. And only due to the query of the “Iravunq” newspaper, they were returned to their place (“Golos Armenii” newspaper, November 10, 2007). 
This is a striking example of a total violation of letter of the law by officials starting with the former president to the persons working at different levels and responsible for preservation of the archive cases.
Who can guarantee now that the given case has not undergone a proofreading according to the new reality? Isn’t this an evidence of the permissiveness of our officials? Is there a guarantee that at present and in future there will not repeat such a “stumbling”. 
The rule of law in the society is a moral category and only if the political elite and the representatives of the authority structures serve a model for the nation as carriers of high moral values and empathy their needs and requirements, only than our country can prosper.
