Some recommendations on organizing the process of learning in the framework of the programme “Civil Society School”
In discussing the regulations set forth in the "Memo", we agreed that the annual cycle of training of students should be divided into six phases with two form of education-theoretical and practical.
On the other hand, our experience of the previous years shows that the method of training depends on professional orientation (trainings for beginners, training of trainers, training of volunteers, etc.), and on age and sex factors (high school students, youth, women) of the audience.

In order to model the module, I decided to submit for your consideration some suggestions for each stage of learning, which, in case of need, can be transformed into definite types of training.
In accordance with the recommendations of the “Memo” and the results of the discussion with you I suggest:

1. At the first stage of learning to consider the following terms and concepts. This will create a total for the audience Thesaurus (Dictionary) on such concepts as:
· Citizen,

· Society,

· State,

· State Government,

· Main types of state government, such as:

· Monarchy,,

· Tyranny,

· Aristocracy,

· Polity,

· Democracy.
As you understand, the above mentioned are conventional divisions of public administration. Thus, Socrates has only three types of governance.
"Government structure is the same as the order of government structure, the latter is presented by the supreme authority of the State, and the supreme power certainly is in the hands of either one, few or majority ... However, everything is the best when performed by one person" (Aristotle). 
Note:
Aristotle has six types of government, three of which are correct (monarchy, aristocracy and polity), and three are wrong (tyranny, oligarchy and democracy). 
Monarchy (the royal) – rule of one, but striving for the common good.      
Aristocracy - rule the few, realized for the benefit of all citizens. 
Polity - rule of the majority, selected on the basis of certain qualifications for the common good.
Tyranny - rule one, interested in self-benefit.
Oligarchy - rule of the few wealthy individuals who think only about their own benefit.
Democracy – rule of the majority -the poor, thinking only the needs of the majority.
1.2. In passing to such concepts as morality, social morale, ethics, moral ideal, virtue, honour, happiness and other concepts to offer jointly with students to identify a number of requirements for a verbal nomination of the "citizen-rights." Also the requirements for verbal "portrait of the ruler" with regard to the assessment of psycho-physical, social, cultural, social, spiritual, professional, gender and age criteria
At the same time feelings and actions of man as a "ruler" and as the common person could be drawn.

Assessment must be undertaken on a multipoint system (preferably assessment is to be carried out separately by each student). After that students are offered (at your option) threshold limit of the assessment of multipoint system by which the given feeling or action no longer is considered a feature of a "ruler" or a "citizen".
With certain drawback we can state then that the outlined complex of feelings and actions will be the criterion of moral and ethical level  the"ruler" and the "common citizen".
We can now proceed to the characteristics of a volunteer, presenting him the feelings and actions, which he should possess by virtue of his assignment.
Again assessing according to multipoint system, these feelings and actions can be compared, and we must give the answer to the following question: "What are the moral and ethical qualities of a volunteer?"

· Entity – representative of biological type;

· Entity – public-civil relations;

· Entity  – bearer of historical memory of the nation’s mentality;
· Entity – bearer of the fundamental human rights and freedoms; 
· Society - a community of citizens, self-organized on the basis of the national spiritual and moral, social, economic, cultural and ethical norms.
· Civil society – the active part of society, intended to protect the national, social, economic, social, civil, legal, cultural, spiritual and climatic values. 
· Social interests - reflection of norms and criteria in the spheres of culture, spirituality, ethics, natural-climatic, social, political, environmental, and other relations based on mentality.  mentality. 
1.3. Classification of individual human rights and freedoms and public interests and identifying points of “contradictions” between them.
The list of fundamental human rights and freedoms is reflected in:
• Universal Declaration of Fundamental Human Rights and Freedoms;

• The main "point of contradiction" between individual human rights and freedoms and public interest are observed in environmental and national security, in national consciousness, and in some aspects of protection of standards and criteria of national mentality and ethics.

III. National interest
· National Interest - realization of internal and external policies of the State which provides the achievement of short-term criteria of national security.
· National goal - social, political, socio-economic, cultural and spiritual aspirations of society, formed by active part of the population at the present stage of historical development. 
· If the national goal is perceived and supported by the government, the unity of government with popul;ation takes place, otherwise the society seeks to change the government or the regime. 
· As a rule, the power during its reign tends to prevent the formation of a national goal, replacing it with attempts to achieve short-term national interests in any field, as the realization of national goals requires mobilization of all spiritual and material resources for the entire period of achievement of those national goals. Here rises a just question: "Why the authorities do not form a national goal?". This issue should be considered in two ways - in time of peace and intime of war. In time of peace the national goal requires the government to refuse  the process satisfying their mercantile needs, and all energy of authorities is directed at enhancing their welfare through suppression of any form of dissent that threatens with loss of their leading role the ruling elite. In time of war, the main task of the authorities is to strengthen its alliance with the society for the struggle against the external enemy. In this case, the proposed national goal should necessarily coincide with the aspirations of the wider layers of population, which ensures victory over the external enemy. In this case the whole spiritual potential of the population is mobilized at first, which by itself is the basis of the supposed victory.

As part of the acquisition of practical skills it is reasonable to carry out monitoring activities of local self-government and the government. 
3. The fifth phase of study
At this phase of education it is reasonable to consider the impact of modern technologies in the field of informative communication on public opinion formation.
