We can’t live in such conditions any more
The persistent efforts of the RA Government and the ruling party for reforming the pension system in the Republic through introducing the compulsory accumulative component for the people born after 1974 have formed a powerful protest movement even involving people for whom the “innovation” is irrelevant because of their age.  
Without referring to the question of the legal compliance of the mentioned legislative act to the requirements of the RA Constitution (which has been repeatedly mentioned by mass media, during the meetings and in the RA National Assembly), it would be sensible to reveal the main reason because of which the vast majority of the population don’t welcome the seemingly good intentions of the RA Government for improving the social and living conditions of the future pensioners.  
Unfortunately, I have to state that the decisions adopted by the executive branch together with the political coalitions “for good intentions” deteriorate the cultural-spiritual, socio-economic and living conditions of wider layers of the population. 
In the result of the above mentioned we have a catastrophic raise in migration, raise in unemployment and poverty, raise of crime rate and social disorganization of the population, which leads to emptying of small towns and rural communities, decline of kinship as a social institute, decrease of marriages, increase of divorces and births out of wedlock, etc. 
We have to admit that any initiative taken by various levels of power, are perceived with distrust by the population. 
Not focusing on the phenomena peculiar to our reality such as corruption, cronyism, the defense of party and corporate interests, permissiveness and total irresponsibility, it must be noted that the national system of state and local government is mainly formed from semi-cultural, ill-bread semi-professional people, the flaws of which in the fields of education are not possible to fill by any democratic and technical-technological innovations.

Is it possible to raise the level of confidence of wider layers of population, if:

· the members of the Government base the necessity of the Law on accumulative pension system by the fact that similar systems introduced in several countries, which social, societal, economic and financial, ethical and cultural indicators are not comparable in quality with those of Armenia, and it is confirmed by the Prime Minister, who, by his status, should know at least a little more than the members of his cabinet?
· At the hearings of the National Assembly the members of the Government, headed by the Prime Minister, could not convincingly justify the receipt and expenditure of the budget for 2014?
· At the hearings of the National Assembly the members of the Government couldn’t objectively substantiate the reasons of the formation of the debt for the gas to the Russian Federation?
· Despite the solemn promises of the RA Government to increase and improve the investment climate in the country, the number of jobs does not increase, but the small and medium businesses decrease and the construction industry is paralyzed?
· With the existence of such developed active mining industry (about 400 objects according to the Ministry of Energy and Natural Resources) state treasury grows scanty year by year and the volume and the number of tailings reached the level of natural and climatic apocalypse (see the documentary “The Broken Spine of Armenia”)?
· High-ranked officials quietly and peacefully are transferred to another, no less responsible positions for the failure of their duties?
· The heads of various levels of civil servants training systems are not held accountable for poor training of the "future" leaders?
· High-ranked government officials and many MPs are engaged in business directly or through nominees, as a rule not declaring their income?
· Studying the table below, one may wonder: how practically not renting pasture for cattle the population manages to keep his cattle:

· Regardless of all the regulatory decisions to ban single constructions in the centre of Yerevan, yard and public are used for construction purposes, despite the protests from residents and experts’ negative appraisals?
